Study of the Goodness and Evil of Actions in Light of Allama Ayub Dehlavi's Teachings

This article examines Allama Ayub Dehlavi's perspective on Husn (goodness) and Qubh
(evil) of actions—an essential discourse in Islamic theology ('//im al-Kalim). Central to
the discussion is the question of whether the moral value of human actions is
determined by reason (‘ag/) or divine command (shari"ah). Allama Ayub Dehlavi (1888—
1969), a distinguished scholar of logic, theology, and philosophy, diverged from major
theological schools such as the Maturidis, Ash arites, and Mu tazilites. He argued that
moral value is not intrinsic to actions themselves but is contingent upon their
consequences. Dehlavi proposed a dual framework: actions are evaluated as good or
evil based on their worldly consequences (‘agtbased) and their implications for the
hereafter (shari‘ah-based). The article explores Dehlavi's critical engagement with
classical theologians. He opposed the Mu‘tazilite and Maturidi view that reason alone
can discern moral values, as well as the Ash'arite notion that moral value is solely
dependent on divine command. Dehlavi maintained that while reason plays a role, it is
insufficient to grasp the full moral weight of actions without divine guidance. He further
challenged the long-standing philosophical axiom that averting harm (daf a/-madarrah)
is superior to securing benefit (ja/b al-manfa‘ah). Contrary to this view, Dehlavi asserted
that the divine order prioritizes the pursuit of benefit, as creation itself is an act of
bringing about good, not merely the prevention of harm. In conclusion, Allama Ayub
Dehlavi's thought presents a critical reappraisal of traditional theological positions,
offering a balanced synthesis of reason and revelation while contributing a fresh moral
framework within Islamic philosophical discourse.

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science — especially the field of embryology — has discovered very similar stages, but
only recently, with the help of microscopes and medical technology. This study takes a
close look at both the Qur'anic and scientific explanations of how a human being
develops from conception to early fetal growth. It compares the descriptions found in
the Qur’an with those found in medical texts, like The Developing Human by Dr. Keith L.

When
teachers exhibit disciplined behavior—such as punctuality, timely completion of the
syllabus, and age-appropriate student motivation—the overall school environment
becomes more effective and conducive to learning. Work discipline plays a vital role in
managing disruptive or violent student behavior, fostering ethical conduct, and
enhancing student motivation, ultimately contributing to higher academic performance.

ANALYZING THE ROLE OF PRICE SHOCKS AND DOMESTIC PRODUCTION IN
SHAPING THE IMPORT DEMAND FOR FOOD IN PAKISTAN

Food security is a growing concern in Pakistan due to the country’s increasing reliance
on food imports to meet domestic consumption. This study investigates the key
determinants of food import demand in Pakistan, with special attention on the roles of
domestic food production and food price shocks—factors often disregarded in the body
of existing research. The study examined both the long-term and short-term
relationships among key variables, including food import volume, import prices,
domestic food production, real GDP, and nominal exchange rates. Using annual data
from 1990 to 2023, the study used unit root analysis for stationarity check and ARDL
bounds testing approach to evaluate cointegration and dynamic relationships among
the selected variables of the model. The empirical findings demonstrate that food price
shocks significantly stimulate import demand in the short run, while domestic food
production negatively influences long-term import volumes. The model exhibits
stability and robustness, with diagnostic tests confirming the reliability of estimates.
The findings suggest that improving domestic food production and maintaining food
price stability are critical to lowering reliance on imports and bolstering Pakistan’s food
security.
